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EAST INDUSTRIAL PARK REZONE ASSESSMENT -

Recap: The Port Commission is looking to determine whether or not to change the direction of
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the undeveloped acreage to the east of the Port’s Washougal Industrial Park (“East Industrial
Park”) from a range of light and heavy industrial uses to a wider range of employment uses,

such as a business or technology park with accessory uses (i.e., limited retail and professional
services to serve business park tenants), and to determine under what conditions the Port would

sell a portion or all of the property.

Recent: On January 28", the Port invited the media and the public to ‘tour’ the East Industrial

Park. The tour, while |n|t|ally planned to be done from the viewing advantage of the levee, was
held in the Port’s Meeting Room due to unfavorable weather conditions. Using an aerial map
and other graphics, this well-attended ‘tour’ was narrated by Scot Walstra, Director of Planning

& Development, and a Q&A period followed.

On February 6™, at a Special Meeting/Workshop, facilitated by JD White/BERGER/ABAM,

the Commlssmners reviewed research in the form of a Technical Memo, Stakeholder Summary,
and Market Assessment, all of which can be found on the Port’s website. At this Workshop, the
Commissioners began consideration of draft guiding principles which will aid in the decision

process. A summary of that workshop is posted on the Port’s website.

Next: On February 20" and March 3", the Commissioners will discuss the guiding
principles during their regular meetings, and on March 17", the Commissioners will
finalize the guiding principles which will be used to evaluate the alternatives. The
deadline for public comment has been extended to February 26th, and a summary of
written comments will be posted on the Port’s website by February 28"

Since our last issue, the Dept.
of Labor & Industries has
conducted a tour of the Marina
and — due to boats encroaching
into the walkways — the Port was
fined for this unsafe condition.
Despite the staff’s best efforts to
promote tenant compliance with
the Marina Policy Manual
[“Overhang — either fore or aft —
of boats in berths is not allowed
for safety reasons or impact on
other vessels.”{Pg.15, Il.A.3.}],
those efforts have been
unsuccessful. The matter will
now go to the Commission who
will determine if a stricter policy
is needed.

On another note:

With the heavy snow pack in the
uplands, and the warming
weather on its way, it would be
advisable to have all boats in the
Marina prepared and in good
running condition. In 1996, due
to the strain on the docks the
tenants were asked to take their
boats out of the Marina — either
via the launch ramp, or out to the
River. The possibility of very
high water is real, and we need
to be ready, just in case. Thanks!
